So, 
along with what your family has already remembered, consider the following thoughts about 
Taking Care of God’s World.  Take time to discuss anything that comes to mind.   
 

People: Who are my neighbors?  What do I know about other cultures?  How do I treat the 
person who others make fun of or gossip about?  Do an act of kindness for someone you know 
who is lonely or ill. 
 
Respect: How do I show LOVE and respect for myself and others (including my parents!!)?  How 
do I show respect for all living creatures?  Have I ever teased an animal (including the family 
pet)?  Do a small kindness for your pet or show your care for wildlife by putting up a bird feeder 
and watching for visitors from God’s world. 
 
Attitude & Appreciation:  When I visit a park, or maybe go for a hike, do I notice God’s little 
gifts such as: the breeze on my face, the color of the sky (especially at sunset) or the many 
other “rewards” of nature around me?  How do I show care and concern about environmental 
issues?  How do I feel/what do I do when I see litter/trash around me?  Go on a family walk, 
and pick up litter as you go.   
 
Yourself:  Before I can take care of God’s world I have to take care of me.  How might I take 
better care of myself?  What gifts has God bestowed upon me to share with this world?  How 
am I the ears, eyes, hands, feet, & voice, of Christ in my “little world?”  Make it a priority to set 
aside time for God in order to nurture your spirituality.
